Dear Mr. Murphy:

Following our telephone conversations today,
it seems to me that a basis may exist for the con-
tinued operations of the Harvard Cyclotron, on a
part time basis, primarily for medical therapy and.
bio-medical research. This despite an "irrevocable"
decision on our part to shut down the machine, once
and for all, on June 30,1968.

The changed situation is due, first 'of all to
the more positive interest in the project on the
part of the M.G.H., as evidenced by its willingness
to consider the assumption of the primary financial
and administrative responsibility for the operations
of the cyclotron. Furthermore, the Office of Naval
Research although committed to remove the cyclotron
and to "restore the premises", following Harvard's
request ta~o so startin~ July 1 or this year, does
not" pear to have available the requi red funds.
Thu though the Department of Physics is still very.
muc need of the Cyclotron building for the assembly
of h vy equipment, it is unlikely that we could
gain full use of the area for some time even if the
cyclotron were shut.down immediately.

The following are some suggested terms of an
agreement between this department and the M.O.H.,
which ultimately might be formalized by an exchange
of letters.
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
